Admission Requirements

Program Eligibility

Ontario Secondary School Diploma or
equivalent, including these required courses:

¢ One English, Grade 12 (ENG4C or ENG4U).
or

Mature student status.

Applicant Selection

Eligible applicants will be selected on the basis
of their previous academic achievement (the
average of their six highest senior-level credits,
including required courses). Strong English skills
are essential because of the demands in early
language development.

Applicants who do not meet the admission
requirements for this program may be advised
individually regarding other related programs.

Field placement requirements

Students will be required to provide additional
documentation (such as criminal record checks
and immunization records) directly to their field
placement before the start of the placement and
at their own expense.
